Expect to 
come away from this workshop with a new 
awareness of the choices you can bring to the 
design of your work as well as your own new 
tools for adding unique surface treatments to 
your work.

This class offers a controlled and carefully 
orchestrated setting for analytically exploring 
critical pictorial and visual concerns rang-
ing far beyond “how to” paint the figure. 
Students will be encouraged to focus on 
pictorial structure or design, color, and close, 
intense looking. The layout of the room and 
the model are the pretext for the creation of 
painting based on the organization of form, 
color and design. Students will dig into the 
complex relationship of how we see nature 
and how we compose on the page. Explora-
tion and fun will also be key elements. Con-
siderable emphasis will be placed on drawing 
for its own sake as a mode of inquiry critical 
to painters, in both graphite, crayon and 
collage. Each day there will be a demonstra-
tion and discussion of other painter’s work 
analytically, in slides, to understand the 
direction of our own concerns. Students will 
also explore guided collaboration as a way of 
understanding the decision-making pro-
cess more fully and seeing where we stand 
individually. Two days will involve working 
from a model. On the third day, students 

will work from reproductions of older and 
more recent masters, to investigate how 
they designed and articulated painted space. 
Rather than copying the old masters, we will 
improvise our images as if painting from life 
by looking closely into their graphic thought 
processes. The class will meet the evening 
(Wednesday) before the first day for a 90 
minute introductory lecture that will provide 
a foundation and explanation of the large 
issues associated with the concept of visual 
presence.

SSAC launched FESTIVAL ART STARS in 2012 to engage local teens in invitational 
collaborative art projects, designed for public installation. The program, which unfolds over 
six Saturdays, partners teens with several SSAC faculty members on concept development, 
design, construction and critique of a variety of art projects. Participating students must be 
nominated by their art teacher, and must commit to being fully present for the six-week im-
mersive work period. 

The results are stunning! The Art Center’s west-facing exterior wall is lined with large-scale 
murals completed by our FESTIVAL ART STARS, each one showcasing the immense 
creative talent and potential of teen artists and the impact of visual arts on beautifying the 
public domain. See for yourself the next time you travel east on Pleasant Street in Cohasset 
or when you pass the Art Center on the commuter line!

This year’s FESTIVAL ART STARS responded to the theme “Visual Puns” by designing 
and developing a series of three-dimensional sculptures comprised of corrugated cardboard. 
(See if you can guess the prompts for the works  featured here!) The completed works will 
debut on the Cohasset Common during the annual Art Festival and will be subsequently 
installed in SSAC’s sculpture garden.
